It is disgusting to even think
that any individual would try and harm this shelter. We have
done nothing but try and service the community and help
these poor homeless animals, for this we are being degraded,
fined and incurring expenses that we can no longer bear.
Enough is enough. We do want to confirm that the township
we currently rent from has nothing to do with this. They have
been nothing but understanding of our operations. It is other
existing authorities that continually try to ruin us. The
